The University of Washington is a charter signatory to the American College & University Presidents' 
Climate Commitment (ACUPCC), and is committed to developing an institutional action plan to 
become climate neutral. In January 2009, under the auspices of the Environmental Stewardship 
Advisory Committee, a Climate Action Planning Oversight Team formed to create a Climate Action 
Plan, which describes preliminary strategies UW will explore, including our intent to work toward 
climate-neutrality. 

The UW is working towards meeting the first emissions goal, a 15% reduction from 2005 levels, by 
2020.  Recently, student research teams created a more accurate method of calculating emissions for 
travel taken on behalf of UW, as well as recommendations for ways to cut those emissions.
